Module 10, Activity 1
[bookmark: _95dmms4f53fo]Part C and Part B Role Playing

Introduction to activity
This activity encourages the students to examine the philosophical and practical differences between the family-centered approach of Part C (IFSP) and the education-centered approach of Part B (IEP) .This activity emphasizes the importance of collaboration, clear communication, and cultural responsiveness in supporting families as their children move from early intervention into school-based services.

Tasks

2. As a class, determine a case which includes a child and parent transitioning from Part C to Part B services.
3. One student plays the parent of a toddler, another plays an early interventionist (Part C), and another plays a preschool special educator (Part B). The “parent” asks questions about what supports they will receive. The “providers” explain their role based on their program’s philosophy.
4. Other students in the class can assist the “providers” in adding more detail about the programs. 
Follow-Up Options
1. Discussion Questions
a. What are the implications of shifting from family-centered to education-centered service models?
b. How do parents’ roles differ between IFSP and IEP teams?
c. What challenges might families face in adapting to new expectations?
d. How can states and districts collaborate to create smoother transitions?

2. Paper:
a. Argue whether early intervention or preschool special education better supports culturally relevant practices.
b. Propose strategies to strengthen parent partnerships during transitions.
c. Analyze how empowerment of families differs across IDEA provisions.
