Introduction to activity
In this assignment, you will explore the Disability Rights Timeline hosted by Temple University (https://disabilities.temple.edu/resources/disability-rights-timeline). As you navigate the timeline, pay close attention to pivotal moments that shaped the legal, cultural, and educational landscape for people with disabilities.

Tasks
1. Read: https://disabilities.temple.edu/resources/disability-rights-timeline 
a. Identify events you believe were most significant in advancing disability rights and make note for classroom discussion.
b. Prepare to share anything unexpected or particularly impactful that stood out to you while reviewing the timeline.

Follow-Up Options
1. Discussion
a. What information or historical details surprised you the most while exploring the timeline? How did it change your understanding of disability rights?
b. Identify five key figures in the timeline and discuss how they impacted the movement.
c. Which event from the timeline do you think had the greatest long-term effect on education for children with disabilities? 
2. Paper
a. Pick one event or legal decision on the Disability Rights Timeline and argue how it represents the most critical turning point in the movement.
b. How does the disability rights movement intersect with other civil rights movements (e.g., racial justice, gender equality, LGBTQ+ rights)? Can you identify any shared strategies or challenges?
c. Research and report on disability activism in your local community or state. What strategies are being implemented? How have these strategies been influenced from previous disability advocacy efforts?
